POSTED CONTENT LICENSE AGREEMENT
THIS POSTED CONTENT LICENSE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between the American Montessori Society, a non-profit organization of the State of Connecticut, United States ("AMS"), and you, the author of a written work, including published and unpublished texts (“Author”).  Through this agreement, Author submits an article or other materials (“Author’s Materials”) to AMS for inclusion on AMS web site, or in any other media whether now or hereafter created ("AMS  Platform"). The effective date for acceptance of this Agreement is the date on which Author uploads each article.  For good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency and receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 

Ownership.  Author shall retain all right, title, and interest in and to any articles or materials that the Author uploads to the AMS web site or otherwise provides to AMS.

License. If the Author would like to revoke AMS’ license, the Author must provide notice in writing to AMS.  AMS will have up to sixty (60) days remove the Author’s Materials from the AMS Platform.

Additional Warranties.  Both parties warrant and represent that (i) its signatory has been duly authorized on its behalf to enter into and execute this Agreement and (ii) it has the requisite authority to enter into and be bound by this Agreement.

Author shall indemnify, defend, and hold AMS harmless from and against any damages, amounts agreed to in settlement, demands, liabilities, obligations, costs, and expenses of any nature whatsoever (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) incurred by AMS to the extent resulting from (i) a violation by Author of the terms of this Agreement or Author's obligations, representations, or warranties hereunder, (ii) a third-party claim that the Author’s Materials infringe any patent, copyright, trademark, trade secret, right of privacy or publicity, or any other proprietary right of a third party.  

Waiver.
